Learning to Read ---- in College

  The Timkens sent their child Laura off to college with a check（支票） for $7,000 in tuition（学费） and thought that was the end of it. But soon after they received a letter from the dean of studies（教务主任）.

  “We are happy to announce（通知） that we have started a remedial reading class（阅读补习班） for college freshmen（新生） and strongly advise that your daughter Laura participate in（参加） it. If she doesn’t, it is our opinion that Laura will not be able to keep up with her studies. The cost（费用） will be $250.

  Timken read the letter. “I thought Laura could read”, he said to his wife. 

  “So did I. I think the problem is she can read, but she does not understand what she reads.”

  “What did they teach her in public school and high school?”

  “I have no idea, but if the college says she needs remedial reading we’d better see that she gets it or $7,000 will be thrown away.”

  A few days later they got another letter from the dean. 

  “The English Department has informed us that your daughter Laura cannot write. They have suggested that she enroll in（报名参加） the remedial writing class.
